October 22-28, 1995
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▼ Regional Activity: Two quakes occurred in the 
Carson Valley: a 2.0  between Minden and Carson 
City, and a 2.6 in the Dresslerville area. The largest of 
three events in the Double Springs aftershock zone 
measured 2.5, and a 2.7 was centered along the east 
side of the Pine Nut range near Beaman Lakes. A 2.5 
was detected in Antelope Valley near Walker, a 2.2 
triggered in Dixie Valley, and a pair of 1.4 were record- 
ed northeast of Truckee near Stampede Reservoir. A 
swarm of seven events were recorded in the Aurora 
Peak area and 13 1.0s happened a few miles north of 
Bishop in Chalfant Valley. 
▼ Mt. Morrison Seismic Trend: Increased to 66 
events, including seven 2.0s and one as large as 3.2. 
▼ Long Valley Caldera: Increased to 33 events, 
including four 2.0s. Nearly all of the activity was 
centered 1 mi. northwest of the Mammoth Airport, with 
some happening in the Hot Creek Hot Springs area.
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
