v Regional Activity: An earthquake measuring 3.8
occurred Monday afternoon at 2:06 pm about 9 miles
southeast of Minden, along the southwestern flank of
the Pine Nut Range. The quake was an aftershock to
the powerful Double Springs 6.1 earthquake struck on
September 12, 1994. The quake was widely felt in the
epicentral region, including Minden, Gardnerville,
South Lake Tahoe and Topaz Lake. A few reports
were received from Carson City.

v Mt. Morrison Seismic Trend: Activity continued to
be reduced. Of the 28 events detected, only 7
measured in the 2.0 range. The largest quake
measured 2.4 and occurred Wednesday afternoon at
1:30 pm.

v Long Valley Caldera: Last week's earthquake
swarm appeared to die off to just a trickle of events by
late Sunday. By the end of the week, a total of 15
events were recorded, including one as large as 2.0.
