Earthquakes for week of 

August 27 - September 2, 1995
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▼ Mammoth Lakes region: Activity along the Mt. 
Morrison seismic trend increased again. A total of 
101 events were recorded, including 20 2.0s and a 
pair of 3.0s. 17 events occurred within the Long 
Valley caldera near Casa Diablo Hot Springs.
▼ Regional Activity: Four events, including a trio of 
2.1s, occurred in the Adobe Hills east of Mono Lake, 
a 2.0 was centered in Gabbs Valley, and a 2.0 was 
centered near Bishop.
▼ Historic Activity: On September 12, 1966, a 
strong earthquake registering 6.0 occurred about 13 
miles NNE of Truckee near Stampede Reservoir. The 
quake caused minor but extensive ground fractures 
in Russell Valley. Chimneys fell and plaster walls 
cracked within the epicentral region, and several 
bridges on Interstate 80 sustained damage. The 
tremor was felt quite strongly in Reno.
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
